HISTORY P formed late in 1917, the Ladies

Aid Society. The first six ladies
forming the group were Miss Agnes Wallace,
Miss Frances Galt, Miss Ella Sides, Miss Sara
Snader, Miss Lena Snader and Miss P. Jennie
DeHaven. The focus of the organization was to
support the church through sewing, quilting,
rummage sales, church suppers and whatever
they could to show their support for the church.
They were also the group that first originated
the practice of visiting the sick and hospital-
ized, a precursor to today’s deacons. They also
brought needed attention to small jobs around
the church that should be tended to by the Trus-
tees.

In 1924, A. G. Seyfert presented history of Ce-
dar Grove Church to the Lancaster Historical
Society and said of Cedar Grove: The Venera-
ble, quaint little church edifice, the cemetery
with its sacred dead on three sides of the
church, the century old trees around the place
has made it a most attractive and restful spot
and landmark in eastern Lancaster County.

Rev. John M. Buyers came to Cedar Grove
Church in April of 1919 as stated supply but
did not become a member of Westminster Pres-
bytery until later and was finally installed a pas-
tor on April 26, 1921 and remained as pastor
until1956.

There were many trials for both the pastor and
his congregation, especially during the thirties
when there were great financial difficulties.
Many people were out of work or had their sal-
aries cut including the pastor. But in April of
1944 the congregation had recovered to the
point where they decided to discontinue their
annual request for mission aid for the pastor’s
salary. At that time the pastor’s salary was
$1450 annually! Self-support was a leap of
faith, the first of several in the coming years.
