What is the biblical background for the 
role of Deacon? 

 
In the New Testament, the word usually 
translated "serve" is the Greek word  

diakoneo, which literally means "through the 
dirt." It refers to an attendant, a waiter, or 
one who ministers to another. From this 
word we get the English word ñdeacon.ò We 
first see the word "deacon" used this way in 
the book of Acts. ñAnd the twelve sum-
moned the full number of the disciples and 
said, "It is not right that we should give up 
preaching the word of God to serve ta-
blesò (Acts 6:2). The men who were giving 
themselves to feeding the flock by preach-
ing and teaching realized that it wasnôt right 
for them to leave those activities to wait ta-
bles, so they found some other men who 
were willing to serve, and put them in place 
to minister to the churchôs physical needs 
while the elders or pastors ministered to 
their spiritual needs. It was a better use of 
the resources they were given, and a better 
use of everyoneôs gifts. It also got more peo-
ple involved in serving and helping one an-
other.
