It seems that 

there is no balance of life ï what we want and 

what we get.  I am wondering what this summer 

will bring. 
 

     Some people think that summer is a down time 

because people are on vacations and a few church 

activities are on hold and will reconvene in fall.  

But to me summer is always a busy time.  For 

June this year I am looking forward to work on 

mulching and cleaning up around the church with 

folks, to do a presentation on Presbyterian herit-

age from John Knox to Cedar Grove Church at 

the Garden Spot Village, to ride on a motorcycle 

blessing Sunday, to go on a mission trip to Guate-

mala, to hold an outdoor service and church pic-

nic Sunday, and etc. 
 

     The Guatemala trip includes visiting churches 

to relate with the people and building a kitchen 

for a local church.

      Mr. Ealy left Cedar Grove in Sep-
tember of 1959.  For the next several 

months interim moderators served the 

congregation until the next pastor, 

William Smythe was installed on September 13, 

1960. During his tenure, Cedar Grove marked two 

hundred years since the time in 1762 when the con-

gregation first held worship services on a parcel of 

land in Blue Ball called ñThe Runò. His love of his-

tory and research helped locate a deed for that origi-

nal parcel and resulted in  a Cedar Grove History, 

ñTwo Centuries of Graceò authored by Mr. Smythe. 

     Along with the history, Smythe also wrote a pag-

eant presented by members of the congregation for 

the community. Much attention was given to cos-

tumes, make-up and other theatrical details. Mrs. 

Sam (Dorothy) Lincoln and Mrs. Harry (Margaret) 

Bower were the costume committee.  It was staged 

on a flatbed trailer near the rear of the little school 

across from the church. John Overly, Charles Bin-

kley, Howard  Sweigart, and Jay Rodgers are just a 

few of the stalwarts of the church participating in 

the pageant  along with Harold and Lorraine Martin 

and their three children, and of course Margaret 

Bowers, Dorothy Lincoln and other ladies of the 

church.  The memorable and exciting antics of 

young Bobby Smythe, who was certain he could fly 

and finished his first flight with two broken arms 

also come to mind. His mother and the ladies of the 

church held their collective breath often. 

     Continuing the recently instituted rotary system 

for the election of elders, Robert L. Yohn, Samuel 

B. Lincoln, and Thomas R. Law were elected as el-

ders to serve on the session.  Mr. Smythe left Cedar 

Grove December 1, 1966. 

     A short six months later, Rev. Charles Lo-Yun 

Chen was installed as pastor on July 2, 1967 and 

once again brought youth and energy to the congre-

gation. During his brief stay, a little more than two 

years, one of his most lasting gifts was the worship 

group, Followers. When it began it was a firmly 

structured worship which lasted one hour and 30 

minutes. The first half hour was a study time, the 

second 30 minutes was sharing and finally 30 

minutes for prayer, either silent or shared.  Follow-

ers lasted for many years and evolved somewhat but 

was a meaningful method of worship for many 

members of the congregation. Charles left in Febru-

ary of 1969.
