  Did you know……. 
 

 

     The decision to erect a manse 

was made in 1850. Prior to this, 

ministers owned their own homes 

or rented.  This created difficulties 

for poor ministers who could not afford to buy or 

rent.  It also made it difficult to remove an unde-

sirable minister. Cedar Grove was one of the first 

in the presbytery to have a manse.  In 1851 with a 

gentlemenôs agreement handshake, a land swap 

was made and thirty perches from John Wallace 

were traded for 15 perches from the church to 

give the properties a better shape.  And on Febru-

ary 19, 1851, a deed of conveyance was made by 

John High and his wife Mary to the Church for 

105 perches of land for the manse.  The cost of 

the lot was $78.75.  The neat two story building 

was completed for $2400, including the cost of 

the lot. The building committee consisted of John 

Martin, Davies Wallace and Alexander Galt. 

This was a busy building time because following 

the erection of the manse in 1851, the congrega-

tion decided to repair and remodel the church. 

The cost to remodel was $1050 and for new fur-

nishings, $350. A service of rededication was 

held on May 5, 1853. During Dr. Leamanôs time 

nineteen new members were added by examina-

tion and six by certificate. Total baptisms includ-

ed seven adults and ten babies.   Total member-

ship for Cedar Grove in 1853 was ninety-three 

members. In April of 1858 Dr. Leaman resigned 

his pastorate at Cedar Grove to become a profes-

sor of anatomy and physiology at Lafayette Col-

lege in Easton, at that time a school of the Presby-

terian Church. In 1857 he was elected Moderator 

of the Donegal Presbytery also. 

It appears that from 1858 when Dr. Leaman left 

until November 1870 when Mr. Robert P. Shaw 

was ordained and installed as pastor of Cedar 

Grove things were somewhat unsettled. Rev. John 

Newell was appointed in 1858 and served until 

1860 and following that time Dr. Leaman served 

as supply until 1867 but session records during 

this period are intermittent.  Evidently Mr. New-

ell lived in the manse during this period and Dr. 

Leaman commuted either from Easton or his 

home at Leaman Place.

Kenny is now 28 

years old, with a wife Meghan and 10-month-old 

son Brayden.
