     Things stabilized again in Octo-

ber 0f 1870 when Mr. Shaw came to 

Cedar Grove.  Two new elders were 

also elected, John S. Wallace and 

Christian Stauffer.  New vigor came to the congre-

gation during Shawôs two year tenure when forty 

people were received into the membership, most 

of them on profession of faith. After Mr. Shawôs 

departure in 1872, Rev. Lawrence M. Stevens 

served as supply pastor during 1873-74. 

     The year 1875 marks the beginning of the Hoar 

era. Rev. William J. Hoar was installed as pastor 

of Cedar Grove on October 12, 1875 where he 

served until 1912. During his long period of ser-

vice there were good times and other times. Lest 

the current Cedar Grove congregation thinks that 

unpleasant times have come only recently to the 

church, they can be grateful they were not around 

during these later years of the nineteenth century.  

     On one occasion, the session refused to grant a 

letter of dismission to a Mr. and Mrs. Simpson 

who has become dissatisfied with Rev. Hoar and 

wished to take their membership to Honey Brook 

Presbyterian.  For a period of time they did not 

participate at Cedar Grove and the session felt it 

could not in good faith give a letter ofò good and 

regular standingò. They directed that living in the 

immediate area of Cedar Grove, these people 

should settle their differences with this church and 

return to their church home. After some back and 

forth the matter was resolved and a letter of trans-

fer was issued, but not before lots of bad feelings. 

     During this period an increase in the number of 

communions per year from two to three occurred, 

evangelistic meetings were common, and parents 

were encouraged to present their babies for bap-

tism without waiting for special seasons 

(whenever that may be!). It was also determined 

that members could be received on profession of 

faith at other times that at communion. 

     Current and recent session members will enjoy 

reading 1884 session notes when no elder was able 

(or willing?) to attend a coming meeting of Pres-

bytery as commissioner.  One elder, Christian 

Stauffer lectured the group on the necessity of Ce-

dar Grove Church being represented at such meet-

ings.  Session promptly elected him to attend.
