 It has been said that all good things 
take time, and the construction of the 
Churchôs new Christian Education 
Facility was no exception. The beau-

tiful new facility was completed on time with very 
few problems and was dedicated on Sunday, De-
cember 12, 1999. Many people in the local commu-
nity commented on how well the building blended 
in with the older church building. The total cost of 
the building project was approximately $650,000, 
and at this writing the outstanding balance on the 
combined loans that were taken out for this project 
stands at approximately $94,194. 
     Since 1999, the members and friends of Cedar 
Grove Presbyterian Church have been enjoying the 
Churchôs Christian Education Facility. The new 
facility has provided additional space for meetings 
and for the Sunday School. The new kitchen has 
been great for preparing meals and members and 
visitors no longer have to climb stairs to use the 
rest rooms.  Last, but certainly not least, the new 
facility has allowed Cedar Grove congregation to 
continue its mission to glorify God through its ser-
vice to His son, Jesus Christ and to better serve the 
needs of its community. 
     While Rev. Brandt was instrumental in getting 
Cedar Grove started on this great new expansion he 
was not  to stay to see its conclusion. In April 1999 
just one month after the ground-breaking ceremony 
for the CEW (the Christian Education Wing)   at 
Cedar Grove, Pastor Ed Brandt accepted a new call 
at the Red Clay Presbyterian Church in Wilming-
ton, Delaware. Within months, Cedar Grove had a 
major construction project under way and also had 
to begin a search for a new pastor.   
     For the next two years Rev. Robert J. Rogers 
served as Interim Pastor.  During this period the 
congregation worked diligently to raise money to 
reduce their debt on the new addition which was 
completed and dedicated on December 1999.
