On and on I can keep listing my privileg-
es of who I am socially, economically, education-
ally, and etc.  These privileges are my blessings 
that I can use for Godôs works.  I can help those 
who have less.  I can reach out to those who think 
or feel that they have none.           
     There are many troubled and hurting souls in 
our midst.  I am to look for Godôs moments. Each 
day what does God assign me to do?  How can I 

make a difference?  How can many members in 
the one body of Christ suffer and rejoice together?   
     If we donôt know what we should do today, at 
least know that we are to speak words of Godôs 
grace and peace to someone today.  Thanks to 
God who loves freely and unconditionally!
